nterpretive programs are typically one-time
orograms for a non-captive audience.
’rograms must be engaging to retain
neople’s interest. Audience is generally
mixed ages - adults and children.

d Conservation education programs are
delivered to a specific grade and are held in
a classroom or outdoors. Students are a
captive audience because they are required
to be there. Programs should link to what
the children are already learning in class.
